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As visitors enter the cave, they find themselves in the chamber with
the beautiful curtain-like stalactites. Further up, visitors find the Big
Salon, the Waterfall and the Grey pond 52 meters of Wealth Isle
follow, with the most Impressive and colorful decoration. Wealth |sle
leads to Red Lake chamber where visitors face an amazing and
unigue sight. Finally, visitors arrive in the last, quite steep, but
accessible part of the cave, where the roar of river water echocs,
which appears once more in a gorge 25 meter below cave's
entrance.

The only living being we encounter in the cave is a certain type of
bat. This bat |s salf-supporting and ends its life cycle in the cave,

Cave *Anemotripa” of Pramanta was discovered in 1960. A small slot in the rocks, from where cool air emerged initiated the exploration of
the inner part of the rocks, and thus the discovery of the cave. It was given the name “Anemotripa”. Cave’s exploration was guided by late

speleclogist, Anna Petrocheilos.

The tourist section is approximately 350 meters long and hosts 10
chambers, It is deemed to be the whitest cave in Greede, as it contalns
pure limestone. Limestone as well as sea shells add to speleclogists’ view
that this cave was created over sea bottom, since calcite is made of sea
shells.

Many small, impressive ponds are found in the cave, some of which are colorful
(grey. blue, red) awing to the various stone formations, such as quartz crystals that
give blue color or the rare residue "Polyxenio” which links stalactites and along with
